FAMILY VIOLENCE 
According to the Texas Code of Criminal 
Procedure: It is a crime for any person to cause 
you any physical injury or harm, EVEN IF THAT 
PERSON IS A MEMBER OR FORMER MEMBER OF 
YOUR FAMILY OR HOUSEHOLD. 

Family violence is defined as any act by one 
member of a family or household intended to 
physically harm another member, a serious 
threat of physical harm, or the abuse of a child.  

In Texas, "family" has a very broad definition. 
Family can include relatives by blood or marriage, 
former spouses, parents of the same child (even 
if not married), foster parents or foster children, 
or any member or former member of a 
household, including roommates (whether or not 
related by blood or marriage).
