
“NO CREDIT” OR “PASS/FAIL” OPTION 

 
Students may take some undergraduate courses for “No Credit” or “Pass/Fail.”  “No Credit” 

Option - Students should indicate in writing no later than September 7 that they wish to 

declare “No Credit.” Permission of the instructor or department is required.  “Pass/Fail” 

Option – 12 hours of pass/fail hours are the maximum total credits that a student can use 

towards a degree assuming a passing grade in the class.  Grades of C- or higher are considered 

passing.  Deadline to complete the Pass/Fail Option Declaration form is September 7.  Forms 

are available online and in the academic school records offices.  More information can be
