o Call for faculty participation in Summer 2021 Common Curriculum 
Assessment τ SMU is committed to ensuring that its general education 
curriculum includes a regular, rigorous assessment and quality assurance 
process. SMU has adopted a post-hoc (juried) model of student learning 
outcomes assessment in general education, where a sampling method is
